THE TOM BROWNE SCHOLARSHIP PROGRAM
PURPOSE:



This program is designed to help young people receive a college education and/or advanced vocational training for careers in the construction industry.  The program has been formed by the management of Beam Construction Company of Cherryville, to honor the retired owner of the company for his many contributions to building that company and his community.
FUNDS AVAILABLE: 


The sponsors’ plan for this academic year is to make available several $1,000 scholarships as justified by the quality and number of applications. 

PROGRAM TYPE:

       Scholarship criteria are based on character, academic achievement, and need:

a. Eligibility to apply: Graduate of a Gaston County High School (or a Gaston resident for at least two years with GED certification) who demonstrates a strong interest in the professional field of construction or related trades and professions.  Planned course of study may include either four-year school in architecture and engineering or community college/technical school courses in such areas as civil technology, HVAC, and welding. 

b. Selection of recipients will be made by a Selection Committee recommended by The Donor and approved by the Board of Directors of the Community Foundation of Gaston County.  This committee will be composed of persons who are knowledgeable and interested in advancement of the construction industries, but most of its members are not affiliated with the Donors’ organization.

c. Renewal is not automatic, but the previous year’s winner is eligible to reapply.  The scholarship amount and renewal policy is subject to change based on availability of funds.

FUNDS ALLOCATION:
 

Scholarship proceeds will be payable on a per-semester basis directly to the accredited school upon confirmation of the student’s beginning of classes as a full time student.

PROCEDURAL POINTS:

a. Applications must be received by the Selection Committee or postmarked on or before March 30th.   Late applications will not be accepted.
b.   In addition to the application, applicants must submit the following:

· High School Transcript

· Official information on any SAT or ACT scores and academic ranking 

· Documentation of financial need –  copy of FAFSA or similar documentation

· Official confirmation of acceptance in a school with a program applicable to construction-related fields per scholarship criteria 

c. Funds for this program are administered by the Community Foundation of Gaston County, under an irrevocable agreement with the donor.  Grants will be released upon reasonably documented request under agreed-upon guidelines.  This plan is subject to availability of proceeds from the program’s endowment and the donor’s continued willingness to direct proceeds in this direction.  The Foundation pledges its best efforts to productively invest the principal, and, based on its history, these figures are achievable.  But there is no specific or implied guarantee for a certain dollar amount of proceeds each year.
